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"Humpty Dumpty sat on a wall. humpty dumpty had a great fall. All the king's horses and all the king's men couldn't put Humpty Dumpty back together again."


	


	Humpty dumpty had climbed up on that fateful wall with little to protect him from the calamity that was to occur. Whatever scrambled ideas had entered Humpty's mind on that day were not enough to save him for his disastorious tumble- a spill of such magnitude that it is in fact described as a "great fall". Imagine what a great loss to the kingdom was Humpty's death that it warranted "all the king's men" to attempt to reassemble him. The best of the king's loyal servants were there to try to save Humpty. Surely they used every possible device to insure his survival. the greatest doctors of the kingdom were present. If these talented men could not reattach Humpty's pieces that it must have been a lost cause.


	But yet we are specifically told of the attempt of the king's horses to help Mr. Dumpty. At first glance this appears to be illogical. If the very choice of the king's men couldn't fix humpty, could it possible be that such a lowly animal such as a horse would be of assistance. We are talking about a very delicate procedure. There were potentially thousands of pieces of shell which required reconstruction. We know in general that horses are not considered to be the smartest of animals. "A horse is a horse, of course, of course." (See Ed.4:3) How are we to understand this puzzling episode?


	Apparently we learn from here in important idea to be used in our daily lives. It is not for us to determine whatt he most advantageous way to do something if that way goes against the Shulchan Aruch. Even if we think that our efforts are futile, but if the Halacha tells us to attempt a certain act then we must fulfill our obligation. The king's horses realized that it was their duty to offer assistance and they tried even if their aid would not help the cause. They truly understood that the Halacha places a stress on the reconstruction of eggs and therefore attempted to help.


	This is a tremendous illustartion of just how frum a horse can be. Even when it appears that a horse has gone so far off the derech we must know that there is still in fact hope for him.
